Ben Pitts presented the facility monthly report. Client census remains at a total of 173 served. This includes Community Homes, SIL, the TG Home, and Employment Program.  There were no admits or discharges during the month of June. There are (2) possible admits being reviewed. There were no Human Rights investigations during June. Total employees ending, June 30,2020 were (263) with 2% turnover.  He also presented a Corona Virus operations update.  To date there have been (8) positive cases among service recipients.  To date none of our staff or service recipients have had a severe bout with COVID and no hospitalizations.  For that we are grateful. There have been several staff exposures and positives which continues to be a weekly challenge.  Staffing is our greatest challenge.  GBC has managed to continue to

provide proper staff coverage and support, but as COVID lingers it is getting very challenging to manage.  Human Resources is doing its best to get new hires in and trained at least every other week.  Applications are down. GBC currently has a good supply of PPEs.  We continue to provide a “show up” bonus for staff that work at COVID positive locations.  We are looking at the latest federal provider relief funds program and qualification requirements.
